Must adhere to FDA food codes and guidelines for handling 
and storage.

Food Importers 
Regulates imported food products, requiring compliance with 
FSVP to ensure safety.

Cosmetics Companies Ensures cosmetic products are safe and properly labeled.

Pharmaceutical and Biotechnology Firms 
Regulates development, manufacturing, and sale of drugs and 
biological products.

Medical Device Manufacturers Oversees safety and effectiveness of medical devices.

Tobacco Product Manufacturers 
Regulates manufacturing, marketing, and distribution under 
the Tobacco Control Act.
